PURSUANT TO
11 U.S.C. §107(c) AND FED. R. BANKR. P. 9037

Please be advised that on or about May 13, 2009, the Board of Bankruptcy Judges for the
District of New Jersey approved a General Order Governing Redaction Procedures Pursuant to
11 U.S.C. section 107(c) and Fed. R. Bankr.P. 9037(a).

In accordance with Fed. R. Bankr.P. 9037(a), counsel, parties and others who make filings
with the Court, must exercise their responsibility to redact Personal Data Identifiers (Social
Security Numbers, Taxpayer Identification Numbers, Financial Account Numbers, Names of

Minor Children, Dates of Birth).

The General Order sets forth the procedures that must be employed upon recognition that a
Personal Data Identifier or other sensitive information has been inadvertently filed with the
Court, in contravention of the filing party’s redaction responsibilities.

Interested parties should reference the General Order and its governing provisions in full for
further information regarding telephonic notice to the Clerk of intent to request redaction, motion
for a protective order and upon entry of a protective order, the submission of a redacted
document to the Court.

The General Order is effective immediately.
