AMENDED TIME-COMPUTATION RULES EFFECTIVE DECEMBER 1, 2009, 
INCLUDING 14-DAY DEADLINES FOR FILING SCHEDULES, STATEMENTS, 

CHAPTER 13 PLANS AND APPELLATE BRIEFS

Among the time computation amendments to the Federal Rules of Bankruptcy Procedure
that will take effect on December 1, 2009, are changes to 12 rules that will result in a reduction
by one day (from 15 to 14 days) of the time to take action. The affected rules are:
